2) APOSTROPHES AND POSSESSION:

i. To make any noun possessive, add  ‘s :

my friends car
  Toms moms friend
   the cats tail


Larry and Freds books

ii. If the noun is already plural (ends in an s), ADD ONLY the apostrophe (‘): 

womens gym

ladies watches

governments laws

iii. If the noun ends in s but is not plural, add ‘s:


James   house

Yeats   poetry

Frances   hair


iv. The possessive and time – add ‘  or ‘s :


two weeks  notice
an hours  drive
three days  grace

last weeks  news

in five years  time

DO NOT use Apostrophes to show possession with pronouns (words that stand in the place of a noun):

Hers

his

theirs
