Symbolism in Literature       


SYMBOL - An object (concrete noun) that represents an idea or concept (abstract noun).  

   For example, a dove stands for peace.
Note the difference between symbol and Motif:
MOTIF - 
A distinctive feature or dominant idea repeated within a literary work. Ex: The nautical motif in his latest novel.
